
 
 Turner Hall Restoration

 

The city of Galena, Illinois takes pride in its historic structures and that can be
evidenced by the restoration that took place at Turner Hall. This stately stone
building showcases tall half-round windows and a radius transom over each
set of double doors.

Project Details

All entry doors are 2-1/4" thick and manufactured from Mahogany. The front
entrance doors have 6 raised panels while other entry doors have 4 raised
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double panels. The storm windows have a radius top and contain double
strength glass.

 On the left, a view of the Turner Hall building
as it stands today. This structure was built in
1873 and completed by 1875. (The photo
directly below shows the laying of the
cornerstone). Although ravaged by fire in
1926, it was rebuilt and you can see the
dedication that the community has put into
maintaining this building for many generations
as a theater, dance hall, and treasured
gathering place.

  



 Here is a photo showing the before and after of the half-round curve being cut on the CNC.

Views of the sides of the building where we replaced more windows and doors. These storm
windows were 48" wide and 103" in height (that's over 10 feet tall!) and we used 1/4" thick
glass. For perspective, below you can see that the windows were twice as tall as one of our
employees!



 

Above are the door drawings that were created for this particular project. In most cases, we
generate shop drawings for our clients to review and approve before the product goes into
fabrication. The drafting program that we use generates a cut list which allows us to reduce
potential errors.
