Updating a Legendary Location

A renovation is taking place on the Cook County Hospital which opened in 1857. Regarded as
one of the world's greatest teaching hospitals, this building has housed poor, military (being
commandeered for the Army during the Civil War), and general public during its esteemed
tenure. If you look closely at the picture above, you can see where the four oval windows are
centrally located.
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The photo on the left shows what the customer provided to us as templates. We then
drew the window in our CAD software. These oval windows are fabricated from
Northern White Pine and have 9 divided lites (3W3H). The complete unit is
approximately 44 " wide x 60 " tall.

What started out as fixed units became a technical challenge for our employees. They
were definitely up to it and devised a way to utilize the sash and frames that were built
to allow for hinges and two types of weatherstrip (to ensure the cold winds off Lake
Michigan would stay outside).
